One Day Workshop on “Shilpasparsh: Indian Iconography and Architecture. 

Organizer: Department of History, Mrs. K.S.K. College, Beed

Venue: ICT Hall, Mrs. K.S.K. College, Beed, Maharashtra 

Indian civilization has a long and rich tradition of sculpture and temple architecture. These artistic 

expressions are not merely forms of aesthetic creativity but represent the philosophical, religious, 

and cultural values of Indian society. Sculpture and architecture in India demonstrate the 

integration of art, science, mathematics, and spirituality. 

Maharashtra in particular holds a significant place in the history of Indian temple architecture and 

sculpture. From the rock-cut caves of Ajanta and Ellora to the medieval temples and local shrines, 

the region reflects a unique blend of artistic excellence and cultural continuity. Understanding these 

traditions is essential for students of history and culture. 

With this objective, the Department of History of Mrs. K.S.K. College, Beed, in collaboration with 

the Indian Sculpture and Architecture Research Council, organized a one-day workshop titled 

“Shilpasparsh: Indian Iconography and Architecture” on 23 February 2026. The workshop aimed 

to introduce students to the historical development, symbolism, and cultural importance of 

sculpture and temple architecture, particularly with reference to Maharashtra. 

Inaugural Session 

The workshop began at 10:30 AM in the ICT Hall of the college. 

The program was inaugurated by Dr. Sau. Deepatai Kshirsagar, Joint Secretary of Navgan 

Shikshan Sanstha, Beed. The session was presided over by Principal Dr. Shivanand Kshirsagar. 

The program started with a welcome address and introduction to the theme of the workshop by the 

Department of History.

First Technical Session Time: 11:30 AM

The speaker also referred to examples from Maharashtra’s temple and cave 

architecture, showing how these figures express themes of fertility, prosperity, and divine grace.

A refreshment break was arranged for participants from 1:30 PM to 2:30 PM. 

Third Technical Session Time: 2:30 PM 

Topic: Temple Architecture of Beed District. Resource Person: Dr. Kamaji Dak 

In this session, Dr. Kamaji Dak discussed the historical and architectural significance of temples 

in Beed district. He highlighted how local temple structures reflect the broader traditions of 

Maharashtra’s temple architecture. 

The lecture included references to regional architectural styles, decorative sculptures, and the 

historical development of temples in the Marathwada region. The importance of preserving local 

heritage and historical monuments was also emphasized. 

Valedictory Session 

The workshop concluded at 4:00 PM with a valedictory session presided over by Principal Dr. 

Shivanand Kshirsagar. 

During the session, students shared their feedback and experiences about the workshop. 

Participants appreciated the opportunity to learn about the artistic and historical significance of 

sculpture and temple architecture, particularly in Maharashtra.
